Dr. David Collard is a Professor of Chemistry and the
Director of Graduate Studies in the School of Chemis-
try and Biochemistry at Georgia Tech. He obtained
his B.Sc. (Hons.) from the University of East Anglia,
U.K,, and his Ph.D. from the University of Massachu-
setts, Amherst. He was a postdoctoral fellow at the
University of Texas at Austin. Since coming to Geor-
gia Tech in 1991, his awards include a Camille and
Henry Dreyfus Foundation New Faculty Award, a
Lilly Foundation Fellowship, a Research Corporation
Cottrell Fellowship, an NSF-CAREER award, and
Georgia Tech's Outstanding Doctoral Thesis Advisor
Award.

Dr. Stephen Quirk is in charge of biological R&D for
new business applications in the health care arena for

Kimberly-Clark Corporation. He received his B.S. de-
gree from the University of Rochester and his Ph.D.
in Biology from the Johns Hopkins University. He
was a postdoctoral fellow in the Department of Bio-
physics at the Johns Hopkins Medical School. In 1994
he joined the faculty at the Georgia Institute of Tech-
nology in the School of Chemistry and Biochemistry
where he remained until 1999. During this time his
laboratory group performed research in the area of
enzyme catalysis. He then left academic research for
his current position at Kimberly-Clark.

Dr. Mary Elizabeth (Kelley) Robinson is a Health Sci-
entist at the Centers for Disease Control and Preven-
tion and Coordinator of the Oak Ridge Institute for
Science and Education Fellowship Program for the
Division of Laboratory Sciences. She received a B.S.
in Chemistry from Paine College, an M.S. in Chemis-
try from Illinois Institute of Technology, and a Ph.D.
in Biology from Georgia State University. Her work
experience has included research, teaching, and ad-
ministration. She has been an instructor at Chicago
State University and Georgia State University, and
she has been employed at the CDC for 29 years doing
research in protein chemistry.
